  The United Methodist Church defines its mission as making disciples of Jesus Christ for the transformation of the world. And declares that local churches provide the most significant arena through which disciple-making occurs.  (¶ 120, The Book of Discipline of The United Methodist Church 2008)

     A lay speaker is a professing member of a local church or charge who is wants to serve the Church and who is well informed on and committed to the Scriptures and the doctrine, heritage, organization, and life of the United Methodist Church and who has received specific training to develop skill in witnessing to the Christian faith thorough spoken communication, church and community leadership, and care-giving ministries.  Applicants are those who are active in the support of the local church.

     Lay speakers serve the local church or beyond the local church, on our district or at the conference level.  They serve in ways to inspire others to a deeper commitment to Christ and more effective discipleship.  Through continued study and training, a lay speaker prepares to serve in many ways.  Let me list just a few:

· Leadership, assistance and support to the programs of the church

· Leading meetings for prayer, training, study and discussion when requested

· Assisting in conducting worship services, if desired (not a requirement)

· Relating to appropriate ministry areas, providing leadership, and fostering care-giving ministries

· Serving in any area of interest, both locally and beyond the local church

    For both Local Church Lay Speakers and Certified Lay Speakers, training is required every three years.  A re-certification class is available for any Pastor, or Certified Lay Speaker to use for recertification of Local Church Lay Speakers.  It’s available from the District Office and can be used to train other church leaders, as well.  The five-hour course is titled, “Concepts in Leadership I.     One of the other groups came up with the idea that each camper would come on camera and say, “I will”. This would go on until all the campers had been on camera. This would show that all, as children of God, (red, yellow, black and white) are precious in his sight and that they were willing to follow Jesus. The next shot would show all of the campers together and they would shout, “Will YOU?”

   One of my favorites started off with a blue sky and a big white fluffy cloud; under the cloud in big bold letters, Do You Know What GOD looks Like?  Then the face of each camper would come into the cloud until the cloud was full with the faces of each camper. When the cloud was full a caption would come on the screen, “So God created humankind in his image, in the image of God he created them, male and female he created them.” Genesis 1:29 NRSV  Then the same voice from the beginning would say, Now you do!
   Yes camp is more than just fun and games. It is a time where many develop their faith for the first time and others grow their faith. Oh yes, it is also a time when ministers in residence grow in their faith as well, for the insight that the campers provide is very valuable. Westview, like the other United Methodist Camps in Virginia, is a place that is filled with fun and full of God’s presence.
